Sept. 15-19
This week as we adjust to running all of  the parts of our Daily 5 routine, we will  be completing a leveled A-Z reading story together as a whole class.   Therefore, the book that is sent home will be close to your A-Z reading level but may not be exactly on your independent level.  Since we are reading it as a whole class, we will no be doing the book independently anyway.
We will continue spending time becoming more familiar with using Renaissance Learning (AR). AR is a reading program that is used in grades 2-5.  This is a MANDATORY PROGRAM and students WILL BE GRADED ON IT! Students read books from school, home (you are able to look up the levels and quiz numbers of your own books ( ) or the public library (they have their books leveled this way and the quiz number written in ( ) and take computerized tests over them. At the start of the school year, your child took a test that gave him/her a reading range.  This is called the ZPD.  This gives your child a range of books to read that are on his or her level.  This means your child should be able to independently read and comprehend these books. Each 9 weeks, your child will be given a goal to reach.  The goal is based on tests taken, points earned.  Typically second grade books are worth .5 or ½ of a point.  Your child must score at least an 85% in order to pass the test and obtain the points for that book.  Our class goal for this 9 weeks is 3 points.  That means that each student MUST read at least 6 books in his/her ZPD range (since each books is only worth .5) and pass (at least 85%) the comprehension test that goes along with it. In the second 9 weeks, our goals will individualized.

You  received a letter this week with your child’s ZPD range and an explanation of how to look up quiz numbers on your books at home. You  also received a Renaissance Home Connect paper that is full of important information about how you can monitor your child’s progress
